Camp was rated Satisfactory at the conclusion of the inspection.

As of 8/24/20 the camp reached out to their local CCR&R provider specialist for a service code to
have the costs of fingerprint checks covered but none could be provided. Camp was informed our
office does not provide these codes either. On 8/28/20, the camp was informed via email if they
can not have the costs covered they would still need to conduct the checks and pay out of
pocket. As of 8/31/20 no documentation for fingerprint checks was received.

Danielle Clemons reach out to Ocean County Health Department regarding violations noted at
the pool area. OCHD stated lab results have been within acceptable limits and inspection of the
pool could not be conducted during pre-operational youth camp inspection due to female
swimmers occupying the pool. An second inspection was set to be completed before the end of
the summer.
